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From the Brahma Parva of Bhavishya Puranaa

According to Brahma Parva, Chapter 139-141, all of us are descendants of Surya
Narayana and Nikshubha Devi. Nikshubha is another name of Ragyi/ Chhaya, the
second wife of Mitra Narayana. Due to some curse she had to take birth on this
earth as a daughter of Rigjivha Rishi (Rigjivha means one on whose tongue verses
of Rigveda resides). Rigjivha Rishi was a direct descendant of Maharishi
Vashishtha and his Gotra was Mihir.

Rigjivha Rishi named his daughter Nikshubha. She loved Mitra Narayana ever
since she was a child and longed to marry him. When she achieved the proper
age, pleased with her devotion, Mitra Narayana married her taking the form of
Agni, and thus she became pregnant. This was similar to the manner in which
Karna was born to Kunti. But since this happened without the knowledge of her
father Rigjivha Rishi, on knowing this he suspected the character of his daughter,
and in rage, cursed the unborn child of Nikshubha. He declared, “Nobody will ever
know about this child, his deeds or anything else about him!”

Seeing the innocent child being cursed, Surya Narayana appeared on the spot and
said to the Rishi, “Your daughter is true to her words, and the child is mine. But as
your curse cannot be undone, | bless this child to be a master of the Vedas, Vigyan
(Science), Vyakaran (Grammar), Ganit (Mathematics) and Jyotish (Astrology).
Nobody will hear about him, but with my blessings, his progeny will be known as
my devotees and | will readily accept worship from them.”

Surya Narayana named his child Jarashabda (one about whom no word will ever
spread). As Surya Dev (whose other name is Mihir) fathered him, Jarashabda’s
Gotra was also called Mihir.



Arrival Of Suryadwijs In India

Before the arrival of Suryadwijs (also known as Agni Jatiya Mag Brahmins),
another group of Aditya Jatiya Mag Brahmins had already arrived in India. One
ancestor of Jarasandh, named Maharaj Dhrishtketu, brought them to India for
worship in the Sun temple constructed by him. These Mag Brahmins have taken
birth from the divine body of Surya Narayana, without any mother, as mentioned
in Chapter 117 of Brahma Parva Bhavishya Purana. Maharaj Dhrishtketu gifted 72
villages to these Brahmins, which was collectively called land of “Magadh” or the
land given to Mag Brahmins.

As these Brahmins are not descendents of Jarashabda Rishi (the son of Nikshubha
and Surya), their Gotra is not Mihir. Instead, they use Guru Gotras. They are
divided on the basis of 72 Purs or native villages given to their ancestors by
Dhrishtketu. Thus, they arrived in India long before Suryadwij Brahmins.

Jarashabda Rishi lived in Shakadwipa. His 10 sons were brought to India by Saamb
Maharaj , son of Shri Krishna. This was just around the time of the Mahabharata
war.

As mentioned in Chapter 72 of the Bhavishya Purana, Saamb was cursed by
Durvasa Rishi. And as a result, he was suffering from leprosy. On pleading for
mercy, Durvasa Rishi asked him to worship Surya Narayana and perform penance.
Saamb went to the ancient Mitravan, where Kashyap Rishi once lived. It was
situated on the banks of the Chandrabhaga (River Chenab). This place was also
known as Kashyapa Puri and Prahlad Puri. The festival of Holi originated from this
very place. The Puranas also give another name for this place - Vishnupadgiri.

Pleased by Saamb’s penance, Surya Narayana appeared on the day of Shashthi
(sixth day of the Hindu calendar), in the form of a wooden idol flowing down the
river, and blessed Saamb. He then asked for a cure for his leprosy. Surya Narayana
asked him to bring 10 Mag Dwijas (Mag means Surya) from Shakadwipa and
follow the instructions given by them.



Saamb brought all 10 Brahmins along with their 8 attendants on the Garuda
Viman (airplane) to India. Following their instructions, Saamb got cured. He then
built a magnificent Sun temple in Mitravan, established a city around it and gave
it to the 10 Suryadwij Brahmins, along with two Ghats in Mathura - Surya Ghat
and Bataswami Ghat. The city thus established became the original (Mool)
abode (Sthan) of Surya and was called Moolasthan, which is today known as
Multan (now located in Pakistan). Due to the appearance of Surya Narayana in
Multan, the soil of that region became magical, and is still used as a cure for skin
diseases. Thus we are originally from Multan as well as Mathura. The ancient
Bataswami Ghat given by Saamb Maharaj to our ancestors is none other than
Bengali Ghat of Mathura. The Surya Ghat is adjacent to it.

After constructing a huge Sun temple in
Multan, Saamb Maharaj gifted the entire
city of Saambpuri to the 10 Suryadwij
Brahmins. Saamb Maharaj also
constructed several other temples in the
city, and also reconstructed the
Prahladpuri temple for Narasingh
Bhagwan on the same spot, where Holika
was burnt to ashes and Prahlad Maharaj
was saved. Other than the main Sun
temple in Multan Saamb Maharaj
constructed 12 other Sun temples in all
over India. Six were in Magadh itself and
other six were at other places. But the
main temple of Sun worship remained in

Saambpuri. Thus Moolasthan was now
ruled by Suryadwijs.

When our ancestors came to India, and met Shri Krishna, they all recognised him
as the all-pervading Para Brahma and accepted him as Aradhya Dev (Prime Deity
for worship) of their clan. And thus they worshipped Surya Narayana in Multan as
a form of Shri Krishna, placing a peacock’s feather in the crown of the Lord.
